Board of Health Meeting Minutes
January 8, 2019
Board of Health (BOH) President Roger Gaul called the convention to order at 5:00 PM.  
In attendance: Gaul; BOH Medical Member Wilma Mansfield, MD; BOH Member Eric Rock; BOH Member Pam Patterson; Health Commissioner Marc Barr; Administrator Courtney Midkiff; BOH Vice President Edna Weber; Director of Environmental Health Steve Swatzel.  
Environmental Health:
The BOH deviated from the agenda to accommodate Swatzel, who was not feeling well. 
Swatzel reviewed the Dec. 2018 Nuisance Status Report.  There was one sewage complaint on State Route 681 in Reedsville involving a failed septic system.  Four dog bites were investigated in Dec.  

Two bids were received for one OEPA WPCLF applicant/project: Mildred Workman of 38620 Carpenter Hill Road in Rutland. Swatzel opened the sealed bids received from Dais Septic Service in the amount of $10,499 and Duncan and Daniels Enterprises in the amount of $10,745. Gaul made a motion to approve the lowest bid from Dais Septic Service; Rock seconded the motion. Motion carried unanimously.

Swatzel noted one revision to the 2019 Environmental Health fees. There was an error in the cost methodology, which is used to determine the maximum amount that can be charged per fee. It occurred in the license fee for a Class 4 food service operation (FSO) (greater than 25,000 square feet). The cost methodology was resubmitted to ODH for approval. The fee was reduced from $1,000 to $997. There currently are no Class 4 FSOs within Meigs County. Rock made a motion to approve the revised fees as presented; Mansfield seconded the motion. Motion carried unanimously. 
Swatzel discussed ongoing food code violations at Sikorski’s Family Restaurant (301 S. Third St. in Racine). The MCHD mailed a certified letter (which was received by the FSO operator Stephanie Sikorski on 1/3/19) that provided notice of this hearing. Sikorski opted not to attend. It was noted that the Sikorski rents the facility. MCHD staff have noted stained ceiling tiles (evidence of a leaking roof) during inspections since 2014. The violations were documented in 2015, 2016, 2017 and 2018. These are not critical violations. Swatzel conducted an administrative hearing in May 2018 at which time Sikorski provided receipts for roof patching and ceiling tile replacement.  The FSO was granted additional time to make roof repairs or be referred to the BOH. During a standard inspection in Nov. 2018, Sanitarian Dawn Keller again noted stained ceiling tiles. This observation lead to this hearing.  After discussion, Rock made a motion to grant Sikorski 30 days in which to make the necessary repairs or face license revocation; Mansfield seconded the motion. All were in favor of the motion. 
It was noted that the MCHD has assisted more than 30 county residents to date with replacement or repair of their household sewage treatment systems via the OEPA WPCLF.  Swatzel reported that $267,200.80 has been expended to date. This was announced via the MCHD’s Facebook page.  

At 5:20PM, Swatzel exited the meeting.
Approval of Meeting Minutes:
Midkiff beseeched a motion to approve the 12/11/18 BOH Meeting Minutes as emailed. Rock made a motion to approve the document; Gaul seconded the motion. All were in favor of the motion.

New Business:

Midkiff requested a motion to approve the Dec. 2018 fiscal report as presented; the payment of Dec. 2018 bills as presented via the expenditure spreadsheet; the Dec. 2018 daily deposit records as submitted to the County Auditor/Treasurer as presented. There were no Dec. 2018 donations. Gaul made a motion to approve the fiscal reports/daily deposits and to pay expenditures as presented; Mansfield seconded the motion. Motion carried unanimously.
Midkiff asked for a motion to approve retroactively a contract between the Meigs County Health Dept. (MCHD) and the Gallia-Jackson-Vinton-Meigs Solid Waste District in the amount of $16,000 effective 1/1/19-12/31/19. Mansfield made a motion to approve retroactively the contract as emailed for BOH Member review; Patterson seconded the motion. All were in favor of the motion.
Midkiff solicited a motion to approve the Protocol for Use and Release of Public Health Surveillance Data [a supplement to the Meigs County Health Dept.’s Health Insurance Portability and Accountability Act (HIPAA)] as emailed for BOH Member review. Rock made a motion to approve the document as emailed; Gaul seconded the motion. Motion carried unanimously.

Midkiff beseeched a motion to approve the revised MCHD Workforce Development Plan as emailed for BOH Member review. The employee census section will be updated upon the employment of a Fiscal Officer. Gaul made a motion to approve the document as emailed; Rock seconded the motion. All were in favor of the motion.

Midkiff requested a motion to approve the revised MCHD Quality Improvement and Performance Management Plan as emailed for BOH Member review. Mansfield made a motion to approve the document as emailed; Weber seconded the motion. Motion carried unanimously.

At 5:24 PM, Rock made a motion to enter into Executive Session to discuss personnel matters.  The motion was approved by the following roll call vote: Gaul – yes; Weber – yes; Rock – yes; Patterson – yes; Mansfield – yes. In attendance were Gaul, Weber, Rock, Patterson, Mansfield, Barr and Midkiff.
Mansfield made a motion to resume in Regular Session at 5:44PM. The motion was seconded by Rock. All were in favor of the motion. In attendance were Gaul, Weber, Rock, Patterson, Mansfield, Barr and Midkiff.
Gaul made a motion to approve retroactively the employment termination of Fiscal Officer M. Denise Davis effective 1/4/19 at 11:30AM. Mansfield seconded the motion. Motion carried unanimously.

Gaul made a motion to revise the Fiscal Officer job description to state REQUIRED EDUCATION AND EXPERIENCE: Associate’s Degree in Accounting or Business Management is preferred and/or two or more years’ experience in government accounting. Mansfield seconded the motion. All were in favor of the motion. 
Mansfield made a motion to revise the MCHD Salary Schedule to reflect the change in the Fiscal Officer job description. The starting pay for a Fiscal Officer without an Associate’s Degree will be $18 per hour. If the Fiscal Officer has an Associate’s Degree, the current starting pay of $22 will remain in effect. Mansfield made a motion to revise the MCHD Salary Schedule accordingly; Patterson seconded the motion. Motion carried unanimously. 
Gaul made a motion to approve the resignation of WIC Certifying Health Professional Wendy McGee effective 1/31/19 at 4PM. McGee has accepted employment elsewhere. Rock seconded the motion.  All were in favor of the motion.
Other New Business:
The annual District Advisory Council (DAC) Meeting will be held on March 26th beginning at 6PM at the Schwarzel-Ewing Family Center (112 W. Second St in Pomeroy). The meal will be catered by Austin Cole for $10 per person. Patterson, whose term will expire in March, agreed to serve another five-year term, if appointed by the DAC. 

Advertising in AimMedia’s 2019 Business Card Directory (which inserts in The Pomeroy Daily Sentinel in January and July) and 2019 Meigs County Visitor’s Guide was discussed.  Rock made a motion to advertise via the Business Card Directory only for $85; Gaul seconded the motion.  Motion carried unanimously.

Midkiff suggested contracting with Charles E. Harris & Associates for completion of the MCHD’s 2018 Hinkle (State Auditor) Report as well as the ODH Annual Financial Report in the absence of a Fiscal Officer. The cost for completion of the Hinkle is $725. Midkiff noted the cost-savings experienced by the MCHD since she has been executing the duties of Fiscal Officer since the end of Oct. 2018 with no additional pay. Midkiff explained that she has never completed said reports and, even when someone is hired, they likely will not have previous experience with these reports. Weber made a motion to contract with Charles E. Harris & Associates for 2018 financial report completion; Rock seconded the motion. All were in favor of the motion.
Midkiff noted that 2019 is Meigs County’s Bicentennial. A planning committee is organizing commemorative events for April 26-27.  Midkiff suggested that the MCHD host an open house on April 26 to showcase remodeling/improvement efforts and that the MCHD participate in the planned parade on April 27, which is a Saturday. This would be a requirement of all MCHD staff. BOH Members are encouraged to participate as well. The Membership concurred with Midkiff that all employees should participate in the parade to celebrate the County they serve. 

Contractor Rick Walker almost has completed remodeling/improvement efforts at the MCHD. Midkiff reported that the MCHD has received several positive comments from members of the public about the improvements.
Old Business: 
The MCHD continues to await a MOU from the Board of County Commissioners concerning facility use/expectations and for a decision on TB Control Unit Designation. 
The Village of Pomeroy Administrator John Witherell has agreed to the Village’s provision of snow removal services at the Meigs Multi-Purpose Health Center (in which the MCHD is housed) at no cost except for the County Commissioners’ reimbursement of salt.
Midkiff reported that Heidi Anderson of Simmons, Musser & Warner again was not able to attend today’s meeting to explain the quote for increased commercial property insurance coverage upon reassessment and fidelity bonding requirements because of personal reasons.  After discussion about customer service concerns, it was decided that Senior Management should investigate coverage via other companies before the next renewal period.
Miscellaneous Business:

Members deferred viewing a presentation entitled PHAB 1.5 Foundational PH Services from the 2018 OABH Resource DVD.
